your own? Explain.

8) How much do you think it will cost to actually move and settle into your own place? Explain.

9) What amount of income do you think you will need monthly to live on your own successfully? Explain .
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10) What do you think will be your biggest expenses living on your own?

11) Would you want to have a roommate, more than one roommate or live by yourself? Why?
